
This file is arranged to help you introduce Dignitaries at the beginning of your contest. How do you use it?

 

1)  Print the dignitary list and ask your Registration Team to remind Dignitaries to sign in
      when they enter the room.

 

2)  Get the dignitary list just before the contest begins and give it to the Contest Chair.

 

3) The Contest Chair will introduce all Dignitaries at the beginning of the contest by reading those individuals who have signed the list (and any you recognize who didn't sign). Do not read name of anyone who is not present. 

4) Read the names in the order shown on the list. For example, the District Director is introduced before the Club Growth Director. 

5) The introductions are simple if you use the information in the fields from left to right. Introduce the Dignitary in exactly this fashion: 

· Name of their office (such as District Director)

· Toastmaster educational level (such as Distinguished Toastmaster)

· Name of the Dignitary (such as Michael Holian)
· In other words, “District Director, Distinguished Toastmaster, Michael Holian”

5) After you have read the names of all those you have shown on the list, ask if there are any Dignitaries in the room that were not recognized. Hopefully you recognize them and can introduce them without help, using the same formula as above. If not, remember that Toastmasters is a mutually supportive organization. Ask them to help you with their exact title and name.

6) Nominees for District elections will be shown on the Dignitary List as soon as those names are released by the Nominations Committee. Please read only those names provided by the Nominations Committee, as shown on the Dignitary List, in the order they are written. Floor candidates are not introduced.

7) Dignitaries who are also speech contestants: Must not be introduced during the Dignitary introductions because it could give them an unfair advantage. They should be introduced after their contest is over and judges have sent their ballots out of the room.
